














Dr. Mahesh Gopinath
Receives Inaugural Park
Award

Dr. Mahesh Gopinath, asso-
ciate professor of marketing, was
co-author of a research paper
selected for the inaugural Park
Award for Outstanding
Contribution to the Journal of
Consumer Psychology (JCP). The Park
Award was established by the Society for Consumer
Psychology to recognize the best paper published in each
JCP volume.

The paper, titled “The Role of Regulatory Focus in the
Experience and Self-Control of Desire for Temptations,”
appeared in Volume 26, Issue 2 (2006) of the journal. It was
co-authored by Utpal Dholakia, Richard P. Bagozzi and
Rajan Natarajan. In addition to the academic honor of win-
ning the first ever Park Award, the award is accompanied by
a $10,000 prize. Dr. Gopinath was recognized for his
achievement at the 2009 Society for Consumer Psychology
conference.

Gopinath joined the CBPA marketing faculty in 2004
and teaches Principles of Marketing at the undergraduate
level, MBA courses in marketing research and consumer
behavior, and PhD courses in international marketing and
consumer behavior. His research interests include consumer
emotions, cross-cultural issues and different areas of con-
sumer psychology. His research has been published in sever-
al journals, including Journal of the Academy of Marketing
Science, Journal of Consumer Psychology, Organizational
Behavior and Human Decision Processes, International
Journal of Research in Marketing, and Journal of Business
Ethics.

Gopinath received his master’s degree in social psychol-
ogy and PhD in marketing from the University of Michigan,
Ann Arbor.

Dr. Larry Filer–Economic Lessons from
the Classroom to the Community

To provide a broad-based education for students, espe-
cially those in business disciplines, it is critical that faculty
take advantage of opportunities to bring their research
directly into the classroom. Events related to the recent finan-
cial crises have supplied many such opportunities for CBPA
faculty.

Dr. Larry Filer, associate professor of economics and a
recognized expert in personal economic issues such as bank-
ruptcy, has spoken to numerous organizations about the cur-
rent economic crisis.  These included the Hampton Roads
Partnership, Old Dominion University Institute for Ethics and
Public Affairs, Cape Henry Rotary, Courthouse Rotary, and
Opportunity Inc.  In addition, his work was quoted in several
media outlets including local newspapers, as well as Yahoo
Finance and Forbes.com.  He also participated in the
Economic Crisis Faculty Forum and responded to questions
during a Web chat conducted by WVEC-TV, the local ABC
affiliate. Each talk focused on different aspects of the current
economic environment, from the general fundamental weak-
ness in the economy to the more detailed issues evident in the
financial sector.  

Professor Filer’s spring 2009 Money and Banking class
provided the perfect setting to bring the material from his
public appearances into the classroom to both educate and
debate the difficult issues surrounding the future of our finan-
cial system.  As part of the coursework, students were
required to examine the likely path of the economy and give
their best projection as to the policy recommendations the
Federal Reserve might make. Students were required to
examine historical data and previous policy decisions by the
Fed, as well as the unique nature of policy making in this
current economic environment.

Five Faculty Members Receive
Appointments as Faculty Fellows 

Five CBPA faculty members have received appointments
as Faculty Fellows. They are: Dr. Shaomin Li, professor of
management; Dr. Yuping Liu, associate professor of market-
ing, Dr. Ling Li, professor of decision sciences, and Dr.
Haiwen Zhou, assistant professor of economics, E.V. Williams
Faculty Research Fellows; and Dr. Edward Markowski, profes-
sor of decision sciences, E.V. Williams Faculty Teaching
Fellow.

The Fellows were selected from a pool of very strong
applicants by a committee of the college’s endowed research
chairs. Selection was based on an established record of
excellence in research and demonstration of teaching and
service effectiveness during the most recent three-year period.
Specific criteria include outstanding scholarly productivity
that is demonstrated through publication in high quality aca-
demic peer-reviewed journals; effectiveness in teaching as
demonstrated by peer review of the teaching portfolio, stu-
dent opinion surveys, and/or other measures; and effective-
ness in service as demonstrated by service activities within
and external to the university. Each fellowship appointment is
for a three-year period and provides an annual monetary
stipend of $10,000.

Daughtrey Endowment Will Recognize
Excellence in Teaching and Research
An endowment established as a planned gift from Anne
Daughtrey, long-time faculty member in management who
passed away in 2007, will be used to support the College’s
annual Faculty Teaching and Faculty Research awards. Per 
Dr. Daughtrey’s request, the funds from the endowment should
“be used to encourage and reward excellence in teaching and
research.” Beginning in 2011, the Anne Scott Daughtrey
Faculty Teaching Award and the Anne Scott Daughtrey Faculty
Research Award will be presented annually and will be fund-
ed at $2,000 for each award. When she was awarded her
doctorate in 1967, Dr. Daughtrey was considered a pioneer
for women, by earning her PhD in business administration, a
male-dominated field at that time.

Daughtrey was a member of the CBPA faculty for 29 years. At
her retirement in 1988, she was elected to the ODU Faculty
Emeriti, and served on the board of directors.  As a teacher,
author, lecturer, and seminar conductor, she was widely recog-
nized as a leader in business and economics education. She
authored or co-authored over 75 publications, articles, chap-
ters, and position papers in professional journals, as well as
several textbooks. Her first book, published in 1965, was cited
by a national economics education journal as the standard in
its field. In 1985, Daughtrey received the publisher's Gold
Book Award when her textbook passed its first million copies
in sales. Two of her co-authored texts are published in interna-
tional editions and sold in countries across four continents.

Her commitment to excellence was visible in her personal,
social, and civic activities. She served as a director for
Epworth Church Foundation and the College of William and
Mary Foundation and was a member of the World Affairs
Council of Greater Hampton Roads, Norfolk Sister City
Association, Norfolk-Virginia Beach Executives Club, Town-N-
Gown, Starbase Atlantis of Hampton Roads, and the Virginia
Council for Economic Education.

Dr. and Mrs. Jesse Hughes
Sharing Their Passion for Education with the World 

Dr. Jesse Hughes was a faculty member in the College of Business and Public Administration for
15 years, including serving as chair of the Department of Accounting and for three years as
associate dean. Now, he and his wife, Sue, want to give something back to the university that
has “long been a major part” of their lives. They have established a $25,000 endowment to fund
the Jesse and Sue Hughes International Scholarship. Criteria for the scholarship are a declared
major in accounting or public administration with a focus on public sector financial management,
and a full-time international student in the CBPA.

The Hughes’ desire to support international student education has grown from Dr. Hughes’ exten-
sive international travel as a consultant assisting local governments with improvements to their
financial systems. While in Macedonia, the Hugheses met a young lady who “showed a lot of

promise.” They sponsored her to come to the United States and attend Old Dominion University and established the foundation for
a lifelong relationship. They have come to recognize the limited opportunities young people from other nations have, and hope,
through this scholarship, to enable international scholars to attain critical skills they can bring back to their home country.

When asked if they had any advice for business students, the couple replied that their advice is the same as they would give to
someone considering endowing a scholarship – “Find something you are passionate about, put your heart into it, then share it
with the world!”

Dr. Carol Markowski

Dr. Carol Markowski, professor of information technology and decision sciences
for nearly three decades, died May 24, 2009, at the age of 58. She fought a coura-
geous battle with cancer for nearly four years.

Dr. Markowski joined the Old Dominion faculty in 1980 and taught statistical decision
analysis, management science, operations management and production planning. Her

research was in the areas of mathematical programming, statistical appli-
cations and education, and production planning.

Respected by her fellow faculty members and students,
Markowski received numerous positive comments and state-
ments of appreciation from her students. Students especially
noted Professor Markowski’s enthusiasm for her subject matter

and her willingness to provide examples until all students
understood the material. “Carol’s passion for her students and

her discipline were well known and widely respected,” said Nancy
Bagranoff, dean of the College of Business and Public Administration. “We

have lost a talented member of our faculty, a valued colleague and a good friend.”

Steve Rhiel, chair of the information technology and decision sciences department,
added, “As a driving force in the decision sciences major, she will be irreplaceable.
Carol has made a lasting imprint on all of us, both personally and professionally.”

Dr. Markowski received her Ph.D. from Penn State in 1980 in industrial/management
systems engineering and operations research. She also earned an M.A. in statistics and
an M.S. in industrial/management systems engineering, both from Penn State. In 1972,
she received a B.S. in mathematics education from Indiana University of Pennsylvania.
She taught high school mathematics in Baltimore from 1972-75.

Markowski is survived by her husband, Edward, also a professor of information tech-
nology and decision sciences at ODU; two daughters, Pamela and Marilyn, both of
Durham, N.C.; a brother, Alan Kunig, of Peachtree City, Ga., and a half-sister, Laura
Kunig, of Pittsburgh. Memorial donations may be made to the ODU Educational
Foundation, 4417 Monarch Way, Norfolk, VA 23529.
